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Partnership Proposal Form 2011

Who should use this form?

The Partnership Proposal form is for artists or organisations that wish to enter into a presentation partnership with Dancehouse for the public presentation of their performance or event in one of Dancehouse’s performance venues (Sylvia Staehli Theatre or Upstairs Studio).  There are opportunities, for varying levels of support from Dancehouse, to assist the realisation of projects. 

The artist/organization enters into an agreement with Dancehouse through which the responsibilities, risks, returns and benefits of the presentation are shared between the two parties. A Partnership Agreement, signed by the artist/organization and Dancehouse, will detail the negotiated amount of shared responsibility and reciprocal benefit from the presentation season or event.  

Dancehouse welcomes all types of proposals, which are reviewed on individual merits.  Proposals are accepted at Dancehouse’s discretion with consideration to its limited resources, and the context of its overall artistic program.    
Conditions of Hire
PROFESIONAL INDEMNITY INSURANCE
Please be aware, Dancehouse has public liability insurance which covers any injuries that may occur in the foyer, the stairwell or as a result of a fault within the studio.  You are responsible for any injuries that occur as a result of your instructions. PROMOTION
Information about your performance will be included on the Dancehouse website (unless you request otherwise), in the Dancehouse newsletter and through Dancehouse emails.  You are welcome to place flyers for your performance on the notice board and benches in the foyer at Dancehouse and we strongly encourage you to advertise your performance outside the Dancehouse networks.  
STUDIO & EQUIPMENT USE
Venue hire includes: exclusive use of the space for the period of the hire, use of lighting and sound equipment, limited technical assistance with bump in and Box Office/Front of House management. Any other equipment (projector, etc) is subject to negotiation and will incur extra cost and  should be discussed with the Venue and Production Manager, Gwen Holmberg-Gilchrist. All events that involve an invited or paid audience, require Front of House management. Please ensure you leave the studio tidy.  All heating/air conditioning, lights and fans MUST BE turned off.  Left property can be placed in the lost property box outside the upstairs studio. 

ACCESS & ALARMS
Please note that Dancehouse has an alarm system.  If necessary, you will be provided with lockup instructions.  If your Venue Hire is on a weekend or evening, you should check you have unlock/lock instructions; this will be discussed during discussions for the agreement to Hire. 

BOOKINGS are subject to availability and Dancehouse's Artistic Program. 

All three spaces have floors which are maintained for dance and may not be suitable for all types of usage so please check when booking, for either rehearsal or performance. 

Dancehouse reserves the right to decline hire or to request changes to hire in order to accommodate the Dancehouse Artistic Program
