The ReelDance Festival comes to town in May and
Dancehouse has the pleasure of hosting international
guest artists Katrina McPherson and Simon Fildes in a
three day Dance/Video/Improvisation — Unexpected
Encounters workshop.

One of you out there will soon become the curator that
puts together a collection of short works in Your
Collection . Expressions of interest in curating the
season close at the end of February and if you want to
get your short work in the season get in as soon as you
can. We will announce the curator in early March and
you can see the works from May 28 to June 1.

After that we get into June with a season of independent
works from New Zealand. But, we’'ll tell you about that
later.

Daghdha Dance Company

Limerick, Ireland
Lecture Series and Dance Workshop

Mar 12 - 14

Daghdha Dance Company is emerging as one of
Europe’s most progressive arts organisations. Dedicated
to a rigorous discourse in dance, choreography, art and
culture, Daghdha has distinguished itself through a
unique combination of out-of-the-box thinking, a purity of
focus on dance and choreography and at the same time,
a deep interest in, and generous attitude towards, other
cultural disciplines.

LECTURES

Consisting of 3 interactive modules, the lectures are
suitable for both artists and academics/theoreticians
interested in contemporary discourses on choreography
and dance. Each lasts 70-90 minutes. Solo
performances by Elena Giannotti demonstrate, extend
and complement the spoken word during each lecture.

LECTURE 1 6:30pm, Wed 12 March
“Choreography as an Aesthetics of Change”

Led by Michael Klien with Steve Valk and Elena
Giannotti

Choreography is examined as an emerging autonomous
discipline. Drawing on stage-based works by Michael
Klien and associated artists — works which have been
created at Barriedale Operahouse (London, 1994-2000),
Ballett Frankfurt (2000-2002) and Daghdha Dance
Company (2003-present).

LECTURE 2 6:30pm, Thu 13 March
“Dance as a Metaphor for Thought”

Led by Michael Klien with Steve Valk and Elena
Giannotti

This lecture examines the impact of the emancipating art
form of choreography on the art of dancing, examining
possible new roles for dance outside conventional
performative functions. The lecture looks into the
discursive role of dance and examines the potential of
dance as a transformative force within nature.

LECTURE 3 6:30pm, Fri 14 March
“Social Choreography/Social Dreaming”

Led by Steve Valk with Michael Klien and Elena
Giannotti

This lecture outlines ideas behind the notion of 'Social
Choreography', drawing from various sources such as
Bateson, Beuys, Derrida, Badiou, Hoffmeyer and
Keeney. Presenting a number of projects that have been
taking place over the past ten years (including work by
William Forsythe, Steve Valk, Heiner Blum, Davide
Terlingo, Michael Klien a.o0.) Valk and Klien present the
contextual framework for a new thinking and
engagement within the social sphere.

WORKSHOP
Wed 12 to Fril3 Mar, 12 — 5pm

“Approaches to Contemporary Choreography”
with Michael Klien & Elena Giannotti
Duration: 3 days, 5 hours each day

The workshop introduces new approaches to
choreography and dance, outlining a number of
choreographic processes and methodologies as well as
their connection and contribution to other fields of
human knowledge (such as philosophy, physics,
composition, sociology, anthropology,...). Outlining and
demonstrating various methodologies, the participants
will be encouraged to gain an understanding of
choreography as a Pattern-Language — a discourse
concerned with the creation of patterns, dynamics,
relations and ecologies. The stage becomes a laboratory
to explore structures and dynamics to be found in and
between humans, in and between ideas as well as within
the overall fabrics of reality.

The workshop includes warm-up exercises, audio-visual
demonstrations, an examination of selected texts, open
discussion as well as the potential for participants to
engage physically with the ideas brought forth.

Learning Curve Il
with Russell Dumas

Russell Dumas is an artist whose influence in Australia
has been significant.

Currently he is working on “dance for the time being”

a series of movement workshops that investigate the
body’s innate capacity for ease, efficiency and co-
ordination in ordinary movement, in which improvisation



is understood as a dialogue between voluntary
movement and spontaneity - a dance practice for those
who can’t remember and those who would rather not.

For Learning Curve Ill , Russell will work with selection
of emerging artists for 40 hours over two weeks from
April 7 to 18, in an intensive performance workshop in
which they will explore technique through repertory.

Participants will select and learn an accumulation of
Russell's duet material, developed over the past 30
years, which constitutes a physical context for an
elaboration of Russell's concept of technique as a
management of instability.

It is desirable for Russell that there is a performative
outcome, and he will involve other professional artists
familiar with his practice as sessional coaches.
